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Summer Internship Awards

Purpose:  The purpose of the Summer Internship Awards (SIA) is to underwrite or supplement expenses of students at Goucher College who are engaged in academic internship experiences.
General Eligibility Requirements: The applicant must be a current Goucher College student who has been offered or obtained a summer internship in their field of interest. Students may apply for and be awarded a Summer Internship Award up to two times while enrolled at Goucher College. 

All student nominees are informed that their records of citizenship and GPA will be checked as a part of this process. The SIA Committee will select recipients without regard to race, color, origin, age, sex, or sexual orientation.

Criteria/Selection: SIA will be awarded to students, from any major field of study, who have demonstrated strong academic performance and who have secured a meaningful internship experience that meets the specific eligibility criteria of the awards. A higher priority will be placed on applicants who(se):

· Academic and career goals are clearly related to the internship,

· Demonstrate the ability to think reflectively about their internship experience and how it relates to their academic work,

· Internship requires a substantial level of responsibility,

· Have a strong academic record in relevant coursework,

· Are rising juniors and seniors,

· Have been offered or obtained an unpaid internship or low stipend that will not cover living expenses

· Have exceptional living expenses resulting from the internship

Award: The award amount will vary according to the funds available and the applicant’s evaluation. Under most circumstances, the award will total no more than $1500 per year for each recipient.

* The CDO is required to submit award information to the Student Administrative Services Office (SAS). This award may affect the total amount of financial aid students receive. Students should contact SAS to find out if or how this grant may affect their financial aid.
Terms and Conditions: If granted an award(s), the recipient must sign and return the Terms and Conditions of the SIA to the CDO prior to issuance of the award funds. The agreement clearly states that the recipient must accept and complete the requirements indicated below.  

· Earn credit for the internship by returning a completed Goucher College Internship Learning Agreement (ILA) to the CDO or by providing documentation to the CDO of one’s participation in an internship experience through the study abroad program by the summer semester internship deadline;

· Attend a Mandatory Internship Orientation Workshop – Friday, May 4, 2012 at 11:00 a.m., 12:00 p.m., or 1:00 p.m., in the Heubeck Lounge.
· Complete an internship at the internship site noted on one’s summer internship award application; 

· Send a letter to the donor at the completion of the internship thanking the donor for their generous gift and sharing one’s accomplishments and experience.

Failure to complete the above stated requirements will result in the forfeiture of award funds.

Awards may take up to 3 weeks to process and may not be mailed out until the middle of June.
