	 • �Official transcripts of all undergraduate and graduate work sent directly by the institution to the Master of Arts in Arts  
Administration, Welch Center for Graduate and Professional Studies, Goucher College, or by including official transcripts  
in the institution’s sealed envelope with your application.

	 • A resumé, not to exceed two pages.

	 • �Two recommendation forms from people who know you well enough to give an informed opinion of your potential for success  
in this program.
