Request for Special Housing for Students with Academic Disabilities

The following guidelines have been established to accommodate students who have special academic needs that may affect their housing.  General information for students requesting special housing can be found at www.goucher.edu/communityliving. 
Policy Statement:  All requests will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis, and documentation of a special need or disability does not guarantee that your application will be approved.  Generally, students with the most severe needs are given first priority in securing special housing if their need/disability significantly affects their ability to perform activities of daily living. Assignment to a specific residence hall cannot be guaranteed.  Learning disabilities, attention deficit disorder, and most psychological disorders generally do not warrant special housing.
Procedure:
