2010 – 2011 On-Campus Apartment Application Process

Applications are due to the Office of Community Living 
no later than Tuesday, March 9, 2010 at 4pm.
Students who wish to be assigned to an apartment will apply and be selected based on class standing and citizenship on campus.  Below are the factors that will go into making individuals eligible for apartment living:
· All proposed applicants must have completed a minimum of 45 credits to apply.
· All proposed applicants must have a minimum 2.5 cumulative GPA
· All proposed applicants must demonstrate a record of good citizenship on campus. If you are uncertain of your judicial standing, please contact Community Living.
· All proposed applicants should plan to reside on-campus for the entire 2010-2011 academic year.  

· A student’s name may appear on only ONE apartment application. If your name appears on more than one, all applications will be void, terminating the status of you and your fellow applicants. 
Those that meet these requirements will be eligible for the apartment selection process.  The process will be based on class standing, with weight being given to those of higher class standing and good records of citizenship.  A group of rising seniors (at least 87 credits) will have a better chance of getting an apartment than a group of rising sophomores (45 – 56.99 credits).   The breakdown for this is as follows:

Rising Senior (at least 87 credits) ( 4 points
Rising Junior (at least 57 credits) ( 3 points
Sophomore (45 - 56.99 credits) ( 2 points
*The credit numbers reflect upon the completion of this current academic year.*
According to this, if four rising seniors would apply to an apartment, then they would have sixteen points (four points for each rising senior), whereas an apartment application of four sophomores would only have eight points (two points for each rising sophomore).

Individuals with minor judicial sanctions will lose one (1) point per sanction.  Therefore, if an applying rising senior has a minor alcohol violation, he/she would only receive three (3) points instead of the normal four (4).  If an individual has been before the Judicial Board and was found responsible, then that individual is not eligible to apply.  If the individual does apply, then the entire apartment application that individual is a part of is considered ineligible.  If there are any questions as to your judicial standing, please feel free to contact the Office of Community Living at 410-337-6424 to set-up an appointment.

This application ineligibility also pertains to Grade Point Average.  If one individual does not have the required 2.5 Cumulative GPA, then the entire apartment application is not eligible for the selection process.
Your application is only eligible for the apartment size that you applied for.  (Note: There are eighteen (18) apartments in Welsh Hall, therefore eighteen (18) selections will take place for this choice.)  This application will be considered only for those apartments of the same occupancy as the size of the applicant group.  No more and no less.
Any student who pays his/her deposits after the housing deposit deadline is not eligible to apply for an apartment.  If you have applied and failed to pay before this deadline, your group’s application will be removed from the apartment selection process.
After the points have been tallied for the apartment applications, those applications with the highest amount of points will receive preference.  If there are multiple applications for the same apartment with the same amount of points, then an application will be chosen at random for that apartment.  Applications selected for the Welsh Hall apartments will have an apartment draw on Monday, April 5.  
Because the kitchens are not of adequate size for multiple meal preparation, students in apartments are required to purchase a meal plan.  Apartment residents will be responsible for cleaning all areas of the apartment.  Residents will need to provide any desired furnishing beyond what is provided and are responsible for cleaning supplies and toiletries.
Residents that apply for a non-traditional apartment will be required to sign a responsible substance use/social host agreement in order to reside in one of these apartments. By signing the responsible substance use/social host agreement, residents will agree to comply with the Colleges code of conduct relating to alcohol consumption, fire safety regulations and occupancy, and social host policies
College policy prohibits the consumption of alcohol by persons under the age of 21, the use of nicotine by persons under the age of 18 and the use of illegal substances by any and all persons.
In addition, the Gamble apartment as well as all apartments within Welsh Hall will be part of the college’s gender neutral housing program. Students that wish to live in gender neutral housing should apply to live in one of the Welsh Hall Apartments or the Gamble Apartment.
