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SGA Chartered Clubs: Benefits

SGA-recognized organizations enjoy many benefits at Goucher College.

Chartered clubs may hold official meetings, sponsor approved activities on campus, reserve rooms at particular times for meetings or events, use college facilities and equipment, petition SGA for funding, and advertise in all approved locations. Chartered clubs are listed in the Campus Handbook as well as on the Goucher website, and are eligible to publicize their events through the Handbook, the website, and other publications.

Chartered clubs may also take advantage of the plethora of information and services provided by the Office of Student Engagement, such as: 

· Promotion of the clubs activities/events.

· Program planning advice, room reservations, club mailboxes, club closet storage, leadership development tools and activities, and publicity. 

· The Office of Student Engagement and the Student Government Association keep leaders informed about other club activities, leadership development opportunities, SGA issues and the concerns of the student body. 

Chartered clubs may petition SGA for a Club Office Space. Located on the second floor of Pearlstone, the offices provide club’s with a “headquarters,” complete with a phone (extension for incoming calls and voice mail), desk and lockable filing cabinet.

In addition, all clubs receive a $100 start up capital to be used at their discretion.

Clubs that wish to be affiliated with Physical Education and Athletics should contact Sally Baum, Associate Director of Physical Education. To be affiliated, clubs need to sign an agreement form with Physical Education and Athletics and submit a roster/list of members and a request to use facilities in the spring semester for the fall semester.  Affiliated clubs and organizations can use facilities in the Sports and Recreation Center and athletic fields, take advantage of networking and information resources, benefit from advocacy on behalf of Physical Education and Athletics, and co-sponsor events and activities with Physical Education and Athletics.
