· INFOTRAC--Expanded Academic ASAP (VPN)--citations to popular and scholarly journal articles with abstracts.  Many online articles or links to online articles 

· JSTOR (VPN)--online articles from scholarly journals beginning with first issue; generally does not include issues from the most recent 3-5 years 

· LexisNexis Academic (VPN)--online articles from current magazines, law reviews and other publications 

· Project Muse (VPN)—full text of 200+ journals in arts, humanities and social sciences

Organizing Your Research

The Goucher Library currently offers RefWorks, a web-based bibliography and database manager that allows you to create your own personal database by importing references from text files or online databases.  With RefWorks you can use these references in writing your papers and format your bibliography in seconds. You need to register with RefWorks and set up folders before you start importing references.
